Outstanding Scholar Employment Opportunities

The Outstanding Scholar Program is a special hiring authority established for entry-level administrative positons at the GS-5 and GS-7 grade levels.  This program is authorized under the terms of a consent decree (Luevano vs. Newman) and can only be used for certain occupational series.  It is not applicable for other entry-level professional jobs such as accountants, engineers, physical science careers, or jobs in the biological sciences or mathematics.  The Outstanding Scholar Program is also not applicable at grades below GS-5 or above GS-7.

If you meet the requirements below, you may be offered a direct appointment by a Federal agency without having to go through the normal competitive hiring procedures.

Requirements for the Outstanding Scholar Program

To qualify for consideration you must be a college graduate and have maintained a grade-point average (GPA) of 3.45 or better on a 4.0 scale for all undergraduate coursework, or have graduated in the upper 10% of your class or major university subdivision.

A college degree in any major is qualifying for most of the career fields covered by the Outstanding Scholar Program.  A few, however require some course work in subjects related to the job.
