1.  LOCATION, OBJECTIVE, PURPOSE AND AUTHORITY 

1.1  Location:  The programmatic agreement will cover proposed construction in the greater New Orleans area and surrounding parishes for the Southeast Louisiana (SELA) Urban Flood Control Project.
1.2  Objective:  Provide direct support in the preparation of a programmatic agreement to establish Section 106 consultation procedures for SELA projects.
1.3  Purpose:  Obtain professional services and labor necessary to complete above noted objective.

1.4  Authority:  The U.S. Army Corps of Engineers (USACE) is obligated under the National Historic Preservation Act (NHPA) to take into account the effect its undertakings have upon cultural resources within the project area.  Under these laws and regulations, the USACE assumes responsibility for the identification and evaluation of all cultural resources within project boundaries.  In addition, the USACE must afford the State Historic Preservation Officer (SHPO), tribal governments, and the Advisory Council on Historic Preservation (ACHP) the opportunity to review and comment upon proposed undertakings and associated cultural resource investigations.

2.  BACKGROUND

The SELA project consists of modifications to existing and new canals and drainage facilities to improve drainage in the metropolitan New Orleans area.  The Corps of Engineers is working closely with the local sponsors from Orleans, Jefferson and St. Tammany parishes.
The Louisiana SHPO has requested that the New Orleans District execute a programmatic agreement that will establish Section 106 procedures for SELA projects.
3.  SERVICES

The services to be provided under this scope of work are those required to provide a principal investigator for a period of 5 weeks to work directly under Corps of Engineers supervision with the Advisory Council on Historic Preservation staff, district staff, federally recognized tribal governments, the Louisiana SHPO and interested parties in the preparation of the outline, draft and final programmatic agreement mentioned above.  Support by an architectural historian for a period of 2 weeks will be necessary.
This work shall be conducted under the direct supervision of qualified individuals who meet, at a minimum, the appropriate qualifications presented in "Professional Qualifications" (36 CFR Part 61, Appendix A) and be performed with reference to and consistent with the principles and standards contained in "Archeology and Historic Preservation; Secretary of the Interior's Standards and Guidelines" (48 FR 44716, 29 September 1983), the National Historic Preservation Act of 1966, as amended (P.L.89-665; 80 Stat. 915; 16 U.S.C. 470), and the regulations of the Advisory Council on Historic Preservation (30 CFR Part 800), the National Environmental Policy Act of 1969, as amended and Corps of Engineers regulations.
