PUBLIC MEETING

LAKES RESTORATION FEASIBILITY STUDY

A public meeting will be held on Thursday, August 18, from 6:00 to 8:00 P.M. at LSU’s Lod Cook Alumni Center, which is located at 3838 W. Lakeshore.

The purpose of the meeting will be to discuss with the public a soon to be initiated USACE feasibility study for restoring the six lakes within and adjacent to the LSU campus, including University Lake, City Park Lake, Crest Lake, Lake Erie, Campus Lake, and College Lake.

The study will investigate measures to improve the aquatic ecosystem.  Measures to be considered may include deepening the lakes, stump removal, sediment constituents management, water quality management, water level management, and beneficial use of dredged materials to protect public infrastructure, provide green space, and enhance ecosystem habitat.

The study is being conducted by the New Orleans District Corps of Engineers at the request of East Baton Rouge Parish and in coordination with LSU and BREC.

Lod Cook is located on University Lake in the fraternity/sorority area.  To reach Lod Cook from Dalrymple, take W. Lakeshore near the entrance to the campus.  Lod Cook is the third building on the right.  Parking is available on both sides and in the rear.
